President‘s Message

Who among us does not remember where we
were when the news of the 9/11 tragedy first
reached us? It was a crisis of unfathomable propor-
tion, all the more tragic because it was inflicted, not
by nature, but by human beings for reasons that
defy any reasonable explanation. We, as Jews, are
painfully familiar with the suffering that people,
motivated by ignorance, hatred and fear, can inflict
upon others. The anniversary of that horrible day
will soon be upon us and although life, and rebuild-
ing, does go on, we are reminded of our fragile place
in an uncertain world.

We at Beth Elohim have a particularly tragic
connection to that fateful day as one of our own was
taken. Phil Rosenzweig, a congregant, Lauren’s hus-
band and Jeremy and Max’s dad, was lost as his
plane struck the first tower. At the time of his death
Phil was an employee of Sun Microsystems and the
company together with employees erected a granite
bench on their property as a permanent memorial to
Phil. Since Sun was recently acquired by another
company they offered the bench to Lauren who
asked that it be installed at CBE in Phil’s memory.
We are most grateful to Steve Heller, a congregant

and Sun employee and a longtime friend of the Ro-
senzweig family, who worked with Sun and Board
members Matt Liebman and Bud Samiljan to ar-
range the gift of the bench and its installation at
CBE. Sun’s generous gift included the cost of mov-
ing and installation, and our Buildings and Grounds
team will add a bit of landscaping to beautify the
location, with funds made available through the
Gerson Stutman Memorial Fund.

Be on the lookout for your High Holyday mail-
ing this month. The holidays are early this year—the
week after Labor Day. If you are registering for chil-
dren’s services, please return your forms promptly
so our teachers and volunteers can plan accordingly.

As we are about to begin a new year, this is a
great time to get involved in one or more of the
many committees at CBE. Not everyone has to sit on
the Board to participate. Each issue of The Star de-
scribes many and varied opportunities for commit-
tee involvement.

Summer is the time many people relocate to new
communities, and we welcome new Jewish and in-
terfaith families who may be considering Hebrew
School and synagogue membership.

Recently I told you about Haven by Ruth Gruber.
The only other book of hers we have (NB: a good
idea for donations would be to present us with more
of her books) is Raquela: A Woman of Israel the true
story of a ninth generation sabra, a dedicated de-
fender of the new State of Israel, a nurse, and a
mother who gave so much of herself during the
troubling times she lived in from 1924 to 1985. She
was fortunate to have two husbands who were doc-

tors. Her story is just one of many that contributed
so much to humanity and to Israel. Her life coin-
cided with Israel’s early history and therefore the
book reads as a short history of Israel as well as
documenting her life.

Another recommended book is The Inextinguish-
able Symphony: A true story of music and love in Nazi
Germany written by Martin Goldsmith about his
parents Rosemarie, nee Gumpert (1917-1984) and
Gunther Goldschmidt (changed to George Gold-
smith (1913-still alive in 2004). They met playing in
one of the orchestras which was founded as part of
the Judische Kulturbund established by Goebbels. It
included all of the performing arts and lasted from
1933 to 1941. These activities were performed by
more than 8000 Jews, and attended entirely by Jews.
It was of course a propaganda device to show that
although Jews were fired from their artistic jobs,
they were still allowed to perform

Only late in his father’s life was Martin able to
retrieve from his memory the activities of the war
years. This is yet again another chapter in the Holo-
caust, and riveting reading. Even as a musician I
found many references in the book to musicians I
have grown up with, some of whom because they
were young in the ‘30s performed well into my later
years. For example, William Steinberg (who changed
his name only slightly) was the conductor of one of
the Bund’s orchestras, as well as the BSO later on. %

Planning for the High Holydays is in full swing.
High Holyday Tickets will be mailed to members in
good standing as of March 31, 2009 and should be
received by September 11th.

One ticket will be provided for each adult and
each child in the household who is in the 7th grade,
or is Bar/Bat Mitzvah, up through college age. In
addition, members in good standing will receive one
ticket for each of their parents living with them. All
children (through grade 8) of members in good
standing are invited to register for one of the five
children’s programs provided.

Members in good standing may purchase addi-
tional tickets at $75 each for family members (of any
age) who are visiting them and wish to attend our
services. We will provide no-cost reciprocity tickets
to family members who belong to a synagogue out-
side of our area upon receipt, by September 11th, of
a written confirmation of their membership in good
standing from their synagogue. In addition, non-
members may purchase adult tickets at $350 per
person, and $75 for children college age or younger.
As always, tickets are non-transferable.

There are two separate forms for children’s pro-
gramming registration; one is for baby sitting and
the other for children’s services. Please be sure to fill
out and return the proper forms. Note that the fee
for either program is $15 per child with a $30 family
cap. Families with multiple children participating in
both the childcare (babysitting) and children’s serv-
ices programs should write one check and include it
with the baby sitting registration form (please make
a note of this on the children’s services form).

We continue to use the same definition of
“members in good standing” as in prior years.
“Good standing” means that your synagogue finan-
cial obligations have been fully paid through the
quarter ending March 31, 2009, as stated in your in-
voice received last April of this year. If you have any
questions regarding your status, please call the CBE
Financial Secretary, Chips Naparstek at 978-263-5893
or email her at chips.naparstek@verizon.net.
As always, no one will be denied admission due to a
family’s financial constraints; however, arrangement
for adjustments in dues or ticket fees must be made
prior to the holidays. Again, if you have not received
your tickets by September 11th, it is possible that our
records are in error.

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The People of Chelm Want To Know...

The long and rich history of Judaism is so much
more accessible to everyone today, even to the sto-
ried people of Chelm. Members of our Me’ah and
adult education classes have studied this abundant
past and wanted to share what we have learned
with others who might also enjoy it. So this column
was devised and each month there are three ques-
tions, usually from different eras. Most are fairly
difficult questions, and you should be congratulated
for trying to wrestle with any of them. The first is
new and the last two were asked in this column sev-
eral years ago. If you don’t know an answer, you
will find it on page 13. Please share your new
knowledge with your neighbors, fellow congregants,
and especially the people of Chelm.

1. Singing has always been an important part of
Jewish ritual and celebration. A great source is of
course the Book of Psalms in the Bible, with its 150
inspirational poems and songs. Who, according to
Jewish tradition, is the principal author of these
works?

2. The past half century has been a golden age
for archeology, especially in the Middle East. For the
most part, the discoveries have tended to confirm
the events described in the Bible. Many have radi-
cally changed today’s perceptions and appreciations
of past cultures. Which of these magnificent discov-
eries is generally conceded to be the greatest archeo-
logical discovery of the last 100 years: A) the open-
ing of Tutankhamun’s (King Tut’s) tomb; B) the un-
covering of 20,000 tablets in the library at Nineveh,
the ancient Assyrian capital; C) the finding of the
Dead Sea Scrolls; or D) the discovery of Hezekiah’s
tunnel underground in Jerusalem?

3. What's in a name? Many of our first names
are drawn from the Bible. Names like Adam and
Noah, common today, appeared very early in Gene-
sis. Many names have an obvious Semitic meaning,
like Gerson or Gershom for example. The original
Gerson was Moses’ son by Zipporah. Remember
that Moses ran off from his people in Egypt to avoid
capture by the authorities when he slew an overseer
for beating one of his Hebrew kinsmen. He fled to
the foreign land of Midian, became a shepherd, and
married Zipporah. As a “foreign wife,” the root
“ger” in her offspring’s name connoted “stranger”
and over time came to denote “convert.” Names
employing one of the roots for “God” are also com-
mon later in the Bible. Elijah (“El”) and Josiah

(“Yahweh”) are examples. However, the first ap-
pearance of a prominent name incorporating a root
for God does not occur until the time of the Patri-
archs. What is this name? Hint: this person is an an-
cestor of King David. bl

Life has its ups and downs. Sometimes we can
handle everything that comes at us.

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Not Quite What | Expected: HUJI 09

Hi, my name is Shaina, and as many of you may
know, I spent the spring semester of this year in Je-
rusalem, specifically studying at the Rothberg Inter-
national School at Hebrew University. I've been
asked to share some thoughts about my experience
there, so here I go. I'd like to start with a summary
of what I actually did, and then share some of the
things I learned there—outside of classes, that is.

I arrived in Israel on January 14th, exhausted
and excited. The first few days were a whirlwind of
activity mixed with jet-lagged grogginess. We had a
couple days of shopping trips, guided tours of Jeru-
salem, and orientation sessions, and then the real
work started. We got in on Wednesday, and on Sun-
day our Ulpan started—five weeks (100 hours) of
intensive Hebrew. The schedule was grueling, the
teachers demanding, and the work often confusing,
but holy cow did I learn a lot! By the end of Ulpan I
could hold an actual conversation with someone
about any number of topics, I knew more than one
tense, and I was overall feeling pretty good about it.
Those weeks were also filled with trips—in and out
of the city, back and forth between the Student Vil-
lage and my dorm, Reznik. I got pretty good with
the bus system, learned my way around the Central
Bus station, and made some lasting friendships.

At the end of February, our world got turned
upside down again with the beginning of real clas-
ses—in English! I took: Archeology of Jerusalem
(field trips galore!), From the Jewish Jesus to Christi-
anity (interesting subject, if a dull class), Biblical
Figures and Stories in Jewish, Christian, and Islamic
Art (pretty pictures! And also fun field trips), He-
brew of course, and a class about Jewish education
in North America, which also had an internship
component. For my internship, I worked three hours
a week at the YMCA Arab-Jewish “Peace Preschool”
in Jerusalem. It was an amazing experience, both
because I adore children and want to work with
them, and also because I got to see a totally different
style of teaching than I have seen before in the US. I
also got to practice my Hebrew, since neither of the
teachers I worked with spoke English! Once
“school” actually started, it was just like being at
any college—crazy weekend trips, lots of homework
and study nights, tests, quizzes, stress, drama...fun!

Now, wonderful as that may sound to many of
you, I actually found myself a bit disappointed
overall in my amazing experience. The way I think

of it is this: organized trips show you Israel in a
bubble. Whether it is a teen- or family-based trip,
you generally get three squares a day, free transpor-
tation, Internet access at hotels, and planned trips to
all of Israel’s most beautiful sites. Actually living
there, however, is a whole other thing. Once you
have argued with Israel’s main phone company,
Bezeq, for a month trying to get Internet to your
room, realized how much groceries can cost, gotten
on the wrong bus, argued with an Orthodox Jew
about your right to practice Judaism as you see fit,
and walked a million miles up and down Jerusalem
hills, you no longer feel that tourist-bubble glow.
Indeed, by the end of my trip I was feeling pretty
jaded—both about Israel, and about Judaism in gen-
eral. I came to realize that for me, personally, Israel
is more of a place to visit and less a place to live, at
least in this point in my life. I have a lot more to say
on that subject, but as this article is getting pretty
long, I'd like to send you to the blog I kept: at
http://shainamaydel.blogspot.com. My last
entry, in particular, spells out a lot of my disillu-
sionment, but if you read back some you can really
see how this was, without a doubt, one of the most
important experiences I will probably ever have.

L’'shana tovah. e
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Answers For the People of Chelm

and Any Other Curious Souls

1. Jewish tradition holds that King David is
the author of most of the Psalms. No doubt this is
due to his legendary ability with the harp and lyre
and importance in Biblical history. Some Psalms,
however, clearly must have been written well after
David’s time. For example, Psalm 137 is a lament
for Zion written “by the rivers of Babylon” during
the Babylonian Exile, a event which occurred more
than four centuries after David’s rule.

2. Many scholars feel the discovery of the
Dead Sea Scrolls is the greatest event in the history
of archeology. At least from the point of view of
understanding Judaic and Christian history, noth-
ing else comes close. Since the first discovery in
1946 of a cave in Judean desert containing seven
ancient scrolls, over the next decade another ten
local caves were found to also contain treasures. In
total, the remains of about 870 separate scrolls
have been found, consisting of thousands of frag-
ments. All are devoted to religious subjects and
date from the first or second century BCE, before
the books of the Bible had been fixed or “canon-
ized.” This cache includes the oldest known ver-
sions of every book of the Bible (except Esther),

many with “editions” of books never before seen.
There are previously unknown versions of psalms
and prophecies, new stories of Abraham and
Noah, and new writings claiming Moses as the
author. There was a very torturous path in making
the immense amount of Dead Sea Scroll material
publicly available but this finally happened in
1991, so translations are now available to all of us.
3. It seems the ancients needed time to warm
up to the idea of incorporating any part of God’s
name into those of their children. In time, how-
ever, it became quite common not only among the
Israelites but also among their neighbors. The Ca-
naanites frequently used Baal (“Hannibal”) as part
of a name; Egyptian Pharaohs were named after
gods. And for Israelites, commoner and king alike,
the Jehu (Jehosaphat) or Josh (Joshua) root was a
reference to Yahweh. Elisha, Elijah, and Elihu re-
lied on the other ancient name for God, El. But the
first appearance of a prominent name incorporat-
ing a root for God does not occur until the middle
of Genesis, at the time of the Patriarchs. The name
is Judah or Yehudah, Leah’s fourth son, the pro-
genitor of the tribe of Judah and ancestor of King
David and his 20 successors. And Yehudah also
gave rise to “Jew”—a very good lineage indeed.
