The long and rich history of Judaism is so much
more accessible to everyone today, even to the ste
ried people of Chelm. Members of our MeOah and
adult education classes have studied this abundant
past and wanted to share what we have learned
with others who might also enjoy it. So this column
was devised and each month there are three ques
tions, usually from different eras. Most are fairly
difpcult questions, and you should be congratulated
for trying to wrestle with any of them. These three
are questions from this column several years ago. If
you donOt know an answer, you will bnd it on page
8. Please share your new knowledge with your
neighbors, fellow congregants, and especially the
people of Chelm.

1.#The peak of the winter rainy season in Israel is
fast approaching and with it the festival of Tu BOshe
vat. This year it falls on January 30, and it is a day
for planting trees, especially by schoolchildren. The
Jewish religion is suffused with practices that cele-
brate its connection to the land and gratitude for
natureOs bounty. In the Book of Deuteronomy, Moses
tells the people, Othe Lord your God is bringing you
into a good landEO and then proceeds to name the
Oseven speciesO which grow in Israel. Which of these
do you think are listed among the seven species:
honey, corn, Pgs, lemon trees, barley, dates, pome
granates, apples, olive trees, or tomatoes?

2.#Russian repression of Jews has a long and
dismal history. Long before the Soviets, the Tsarist

bureaucracy institutionalized discrimination against
this minority. The Imperial Russian statutes govern -
ing the treatment of Jews ran to over 1000 pages. It is
no wonder Jews Red Russia in such numbers after
the worst pogroms began in 1881. Over two million
immigrated just to the United States in the next few
decades. But why did they live in such a repressive,
hostile country in the brst place? Which of these an
swers is most correct: 1)#the earlier Tsars were more
benebcent to the native Jewish population; 2)#the
Jews were a concern to Russia only after their num
bers increased there after [Reeing persecution in
Germany; or 3)#the Jews became Russian charges
only after the annexation of Polish territory?

3. Despite the divisiveness of very recent history,
we should remember that at a more fundamental
level there is much in common between Judaism
and Islam. Like all the worldOs great religions, these
faiths profess respect and wonder for all GodOs crea
tions, a concern for social justice, and commitment
to help the needy and oppressed. With common
Middle Eastern origins, they also share a Semitic
heritage. Both Arabic, in which the QurOan was brst
recorded, and Hebrew, the language of the Torah,
are Semitic languages. In these tongues, the basic
meaning of most words is derived from a particular
arrangement of a few consonants. For example, the
group ShLM in Hebrew (Shin, Lamed, Mem) carries
the meaning of peace as in the Hebrew Oshalom.O
Can you think of some common Arabic-derived
words where this same group, ShLM, appear? Going
in the other direction, can you think of any Hebrew
words which share a common origin with the Arabic
name for God, Allah?! e

Some lost their
sense of Jewishness altogether, some held on to a bit
of it, and some returned to an observant life. Because
they were all young during WWII you will be sad -
dened by their misery but rejoice with what they
became, and also come closer to an understanding of
why it is still so difpcult for them to talk about their

years in the camps.! e

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A PanimWorks Experience
Hannah Gilbx

Last February, | traveled with four other CBE
members to Washington DC and participated in Pa-
nim El Panim, the Institute for Jewish Leadership
and Values. It was an incredible experience and
positively changed my life. | had the opportunity to
lobby in Nikki TsongasO ofbce, speak to and learn
from the homeless, and become close friends with
several people in only a few short days. | enjoyed
myself so much that | decided to apply for and even -
tually go on another Panim adventure over the
summer.

PanimWorks takes a group of Jewish teens to the
southwest USA in the four-corner region. There,
they spend a week living and helping on a Native
American reservation, then spend another week liv -
ing in the mountains of Colorado. The programOs
main goals include cross-cultural exchange, the
study of Jewish morals, and community service.

My group of 20 teenagers, from states like Cali-
fornia, New York, Connecticut, Ohio, Georgia, and
Washington DC, joined together at the end of June.
The trip began with a visit to the Obase camp,O the
start and end point for all expeditions, where we all
met each other and bonded as a group. After a day,
we loaded up two vans and headed out on a six
hour car ride out of Colorado and all the way down
to New Mexico.

One of the brst things | noticed was the natural
beauty. As we journeyed, the gigantic sand dunes
and rock mounds were everywhere | looked, and the
mountains stretched all around me. | snapped about
50 pictures of the beauty, but none can equate to see
ing what | saw in person. It was absolutely breath -
taking.

The reservation where we stayed belonged to a
Navajo family in the village of Vanderwagon, New
Mexico. The family consisted of a medicine woman,
Merle, her husband, Larry, and their two small chil -
dren, Andrew and Shelby. Instead of a teepee as |
had expected, the family lived in a small but surpris -
ingly sturdy grey framed house.

Merle and Larry owned and managed a vet-
eranOs military park. Our work consisted mostly of
helping with this park. In the grueling summer heat,
we dug many holes for support beams to aid in the
construction of a rest lodge. We also painted the out
side of the hogan a traditional Native American
house-like building made from earth materials like
mud and clay. Our group even lifted a 1000 pound
tree log and placed it in one of the many holes we

had dug!

Living with Native Americans offered me a
glimpse into their life and culture. | learned about
Native AmericanOs beliefs and practices, such as
their belief in heaven but not hell, that they pray to
four sacred mountains, and that the bve bPngers of a
human hand symbolize bre, water, air, prayer, and
people. The Indians also believe very strongly in the
evil of Oskin-walkers,O a term for a person who turns
into any animal that he or she desires. Merle and
LarryOs daughter had tragically died a few years ago,
and one of the many stories they told us involved
Larry spending three days Pghting the Oskin-
walkersO in order to protect their daughterOs soul. It
was a very moving story and one that debnitely en-
hanced my knowledge of native-American life.

One of my favorite memories of the trip was
Ocircle.O Every night, our group would come to-
gether after a hard dayOs work and have a discussion
on a chosen topic. We had a power object that
changed every evening which we passed around the
circle. Only the person with the object was allowed
to speak, but the power object always went all the
way around the circle so that everyone had the op-
portunity to speak. Our circle discussions were
strong group bonding moments and were always
fascinating. We would always sit outdoors, most of
the time in clear view of huge mountains which
shined with gorgeous reRections from the moon.
Most people have never experienced absolute si
lence like this, because there are always sounds from
distant cars, clocks ticking, or people talking. How -
ever, during OcircleO in the middle of New Mexico,
every one of us was able to hear silence, and it was
stunning.

Shabbat was another very powerful experience,
as few people can say that they celebrated this tradi
tion on a Native American reservation. Our group
had Jews representing Orthodox, Reform, and Con
servative practices, and one of the PanimWorks
leaders was also a rabbi. We had the amazing oppor
tunity to say all our Friday night prayers in a teepee
that we had helped erect and to make challahin a
traditional mud oven that we had made earlier in
the day. More importantly, we had the freedom to
decide how we would set up and lead our Shabbat.
We all went into the woods in secluded locations,
and for two full hours we sat, observed nature, and
just thought about life. | went in thinking | was go -
ing to be bored to death, but | actually loved every
second of it because of the amount of self-reRection |

was able to do. On Saturday night, we joined to-
gether as a family for a beautiful Havdalah service,
and even Merle and Larry participated. It was great
seeing how open they were in learning about Juda-
ism and Jewish culture.

After spending a week with Larry and Merle,
our group moved on to live in the Rocky Mountains.
We were absolutely alone there in the open grass.
For an entire week, we did not see a soul other than
our group members and leaders. Our challenges
were numerous. We cooked all of our meals and had
to be resourceful with the supplies we had, and |
even had the opportunity to eat a Rower salad. We
had to purify water from the lake before using it. We
slept on the hard ground in tents and had no real
bathroom other than what Mother Nature provided.
The temperatures in the high mountains were below
freezing, and at night, | wore over bve layers and
was still cold.

Near the end of the trip when we were still in
the mountains, each one of us was assigned a person
in the group we knew a bit less than the others. It
was called a ODyadic Encounter.O We received a list
of questions that we had the option of asking the
other person, and we were supposed to just talk to
them for three hours. My partner and | sat on the
grass in front of a huge, gorgeous mountain cliff.
Despite barely knowing each other, we talked as if
we had known each other forever. The three hours
passed as if it had only been bve minutes, and | am
eternally thankful that we had this opportunity. Had
| gone home without this conversation, | would have
never known this wonderful person. | now consider
my partner to be one of my best friends and some-
one who | consider family.

At the end of the trip, our group rejoined at base
camp again and partook in an unforgettable Osweat
lodgeO experience. Without a doubt, it was one of
the hardest things that | have ever done in my life. |
endured unimaginable heat but had the support of
my Panim family with me. It was an incredible spiri -
tual and purifying experience. We sang songs and
talked and passed the time quickly. | learned that |
could rely on myself, and | was actually sad to have
the lodge come to an end because it symbolized the
end of our journey together.

In all, my PanimWorks experience taught me a
lot about myself as | helped and learned from an-
other minority group. By observing this very differ -
ent lifestyle and belief system, | was also to learn a
lot about myself. My appreciation for nature dou -

bled because | fully immersed myself in the out-
doors without the distraction of cell phones or
iPods, something | had never done before. | also be
came friends with people whom | now consider
family. This trip debnitely changed my life, and | full

heartedly recommend it to all CBE teenagers who
want a summer experience different from regular
summer camp. You will enhance your knowledge of
Judaism, learn brsthand about a completely different
culture inside the USA, and get a better feeling

about yourself in the process. ! £

Answers For the People of Chelm
and Any Other Curious Souls

1.#Per the advice of Hillel, the festival of Tu
BOshevat was bxed as the day of the full moon of
Shevat, the bfteenth day of the month. It was cele
brated in the time of Hillel, almost two thousand
years ago, but then ignored for many centuries.
The holiday was revived in lIsrael in the early
1900s when Jews began repopulating the land.
Deuteronomy 8:7-8 emphasizes the connection
with the land when Moses speaks of Oa land with
streams and springs and fountains issuing from
plain and hill; a land of wheat and barley, of vines,
Pgs, and pomegranates, a land of olive trees and
honeyEO These are the seven species, all were
found in Israel more than three thousand years
ago. Corn, lemon trees, apples, and tomatoes may
grow there today but do not have the distinction
of being mentioned in the Oseven speciesO passage
of Deuteronomy. There is a growing tradition of a
Tu BOshevat seder, where the table is set with these
diverse agricultural products of lIsrael. Inciden -
tally, both corn (maize) and tomatoes are New
World plants, although the term OcornO was com
monly applied to the principal grain of a country
in the centuries before the discovery of the Ameri-
cas. Thus Biblical references to corn actually refer
to barley.

2.#Jews had lived for centuries in eastern and
central Europe, frequently in the service of Polish
nobility who controlled vast estates that stretched
across the central plains through to the Ukraine. In
the late 17000s, they may have been as much as ten
percent of the population in this region. Then,
with Austrian and Prussian connivance, Catherine
the Great, Empress of Russia, planned and exe
cuted the three successive partitions of Poland.
From 1772 to 1795, they carved up the center of
Europe and Poland disappeared off the map of

Europe until after the First World War. Each of the
annexing nations thus became a host country to
large number of Jews. And Russia, the most anti-
Semitic of the group, became master of the largest
segment of former Polish territory, and a huge
number of Jews became unwitting Russian sub-
jects. They were progressively circumscribed in
where they could live (in OThe Pale®) and what
they could do. Some scholars have noted that this
deliberate institutional discrimination ultimately
corrupted the Tsarist bureaucracy. There is a parat
lel in our own country; the systematic discrimina -
tion against blacks ultimately corrupted the legal
and civil authorities trying to suppress them.

3.#TodayOs extremists may wish to ignore the
long common history of Judaism and Islam. There
have been periods of great tension as today, but
also there have been times of great mutual pros
perity and tolerance, as in the Bourishing Muslim-
dominated societies of medieval Spain or the hun-
dreds of years when the Ottoman Empire was as-
cendant. However the history is interpreted, the
common Semitic origin of the QuOranOs Arabic and
the BibleOs Hebrew is indisputable. Mary LaHaj,
an American Muslim woman who spoke at the
brotherhood breakfast some time ago, pointed out
two very striking examples of this common lin -
guistic heritage. The consonant group ShLM (Shin,
Lamed, Mem) appears as the greeting OShalom,O
or peace in Hebrew and also forms the core of the
word Islam, the religion of peace or surrender to
GodOs will, and of the word Muslim, one who sur-
renders. You can also recognize the same root in
the Arabic name for God, Allah, and our own
OElohim.O El is the generic Semitic name for God.
Even before the periods of Abraham and Moses,
back in the Akkadian language of the very early
second millennium BCE, there are references to
llu.

B"nai Mitzvah Ushers Needed
