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Markowitz Camp Scholarship Winner

This summer I will be attending Camp Yavneh
for my fourth summer. The camp experience seems
to have an impact on my life every day. The most
major impact is the friendships that I have created
with my camp friends. They may live far away but
communicating with them is part of the daily rou-
tine. I may be in a bad mood one day but I know I
can trust my camp friends if I talk to them. The ma-
jor difference between friends at school and the
friends at camp is the level of trust I have in my
camp friends.

At camp, both English and Hebrew are used but
I always need to ask friends at camp to translate di-
rections from Hebrew to English. This has kept me
inspired to learn Hebrew just so I know what's go-
ing on at camp but it may come in handy when I
decide to take a trip to Israel. The introduction of
Hebrew at camp allows me to understand some
words during services in temple and I am able to
read Hebrew better than I ever have.

Since the camp is conservative-orthodox based,
there is a Jewish experience that only a few places
have. Every day, there is a chance to experience a
new style of praying. For example, we are taught
gestures or a way that the way of praying can make
the prayer just a little more spiritual. Each time I go
to temple, I think about what I was taught and try to
add some more meaning to a prayer. Many days
there are stories told by a Rabbi. Those stories are
applied to how I pray when at temple. The songs
and tunes I learn during prayer I apply when doing
Shabbat at home.

Shabbat is strictly observed at camp. The transi-
tion from always having lights and television to only
having a small light on Saturday is difficult but
makes me appreciate everything we have at home.
It's also very relaxing to have peace and quiet. Since
starting camp, I have reduced all the electronic ac-
tivities I do at home and have considered not using
lights on Saturdays.

By creating an environment where all types of
Judaism are welcomed, we all learn new ways to
live. By bunking with kids that are more religious
than me, it’s interesting to hear how school is for
them or how much Judaism influences everyday life.
This opens my mind to new ways of being a Jew in
the future while still keeping customs that I do now.

Camp Yavneh is an experience that I think all
Jews should be able to experience. Religious or not,
Yavneh is able to accommodate everyone in a safe,

fun and Jewish community. !
